QUILT WITH EMBROIDERY

This is a workshop style class, where you will stitch samples and examples of
several types of designs and techniques. We will be doing the quilting with the
embroidery machine, as well as showing how to create the quilt with embroidery
designs and place the designs. You will stitch through the batting, front and back
on sample fabrics. This is so fun, and can add so much to your projects.

Bring: Embroidery Machine and cord
--Media for design transfer (USB, Card, etc)
--5" X 7" or larger hoop
**some machines have a "quilting" hoop available
--2 colors of 40# Embroidery thread
--1 spool/cone of cotton 50# quilting thread
--Embroidery bobbin, and 50# cotton bobbin
**we have prefilled bobbins of both
--2 fat quarters fabric, any color
--washable marker
--rotary cutter & ruler

Batting, other fabrics, stabilizers and supplies will be provided at class.
Designs will be provided, and we may also use some of your builit-in designs. You
will get to see some of the other accessories used for machine embroidered
quilting.



APPLIQUED EMBROIDERY PROJECT
Supply List

In this class you will stitch one design onto a kitchen towel (provided in kit) and
learn the two most popular ways of stitching machine embroidered appliqué. We will
stitch a second design in class if time permits (usually it does!) You will have a choice
of one of the garden designs (5 X 7 inches) including a bouquet of tulips or a beautiful
iris. You will have the opportunity to see other designs that are available, including
holiday, and hopefully get some great ideas.

Bring: Embroidery Machine with power cord

-media for design transfer (USB, card, cord for direct connect)

-bobbin thread on bobbin

-Variety of embroidery threads: mostly yellow, blue, rose, purple and
green

-Hoop-- 5" X 7" or larger

-Tear-Away Stabilizer

embroidery or appliqué)

You can make this in the fabrics selected by Robyn Pandolph called "Fancy Hill
Farms", or choose your own colors. The pattern shows the sample fabrics as stitched
at the store. It is an easy runner to assemble, with basic appliqué techniques done by
machine.

Bring: Sewing machine with power cord and foot control
1/4" presser foot
Open toe foot (or channel foot)
Rotary Cutter and Ruler
Charm Pack of "Fancy Hill Farm" fabric  (or your choice of fabrics)
1/8 yard of stripe for ornaments**
Fat eighth for berries**
9" square gold for ornament tops
1/4 yard green for holly & squares**
1/3 yard cream floral for sashing & inner borders**
1/2 yard cream tonal for scallops and cornerstones**
1 yd red floral for outer border & binding**
1 yard backing
**these fabrics available from Fancy Hill Farm collection
Totally Stable Stabilizer or other tear away
Steam-A-Seam 2
Scissors and basic sewing supplies
Embroidery or Cotton threads for appliquée
Bobbin thread

**Satin stitch, blanket stitch or other may be used and/or combined for machine
appliqué stitches. If you are new to appliqué--1 will help you as this
IS pretty easy to stitch. Applique is done on squares, and then stitched
into the runner.




EASY PANTS
Supply List

This is a beginner sewing class with a few added perks, such as simple pants fitting basics. You
can choose to make pajama pants, capris or casual pants, depending on your fabric choice.
The pattern features an elastic waist and patch pockets, but I will suggest a side pocket and
will provide the pattern for those at class. You can choose one or two fabrics--the sample at
the store has a contrast hem band, or you can add trim such as rick-rack or ribbon.

Bring: Book "Sew Easy Pajama Pants" by Taylor Made--available at the store for
class discounted price
***|f you pick up your book in advance, you can have your pattern
traced before class onto pattern tracing material. If you need
help with the sizing, we can do this at class. Alterations can be
made at any time prior to cutting. DO NOT CUT your fabric!!
-Sewing machine with power cord and foot control
-Regular sewing foot
-Pins, ruler and marker
-Fabrics: ***Pre-wash fabrics if possible
For long pants--2 3/4 yard
For capris--2 1/4 yard
**if you want an accent band, add 1/4 yard of
contrast fabric
--Sewing thread to match fabric

Elastic will be provided at the class. Tissue tracing paper is also
available at the class if you do not have any.

Learn To Quilt---Supply List
Table Runner Project

This is a three session closs for basic quilting techniques, using three classic block
patterns and only four colors. You will learn about rotary cutting, measuring, piecing,
sashing, and then on to layering, quilting and finishing, all by machinel

For Class #1 Bring: Sewing machine and foot control
1/4" foot ***
1 spool cotton or multi-purpese thread, in neutral gray™™
rotary cutter and ruler (45mm rotary cutter suggested, and
24" X 6" ruler suggested)™™*
( We have mats here if you don't want to carry one)
washable marker™**
scissors and basic sewing supplies™™

Fabrics:(these are pretty generous aliowances, but for beginners it's
always better to have a little extra for that "stash")
Fabrics should be 100% cotton quilting fabrics, not knits, and
not plaids or stripes, Small florals, marbles and textures
work really well. We have a fabric department here with
a wonderful selection and students receive 15% of f
the regular price when purchasing for class. Let us know
and we can help with your selections.
1--1 yard of main color for borders, sashing and ends (this
should be your favorite fabric)
2--1/2 yard second color for blocks and background
3--1/2 yard third color for blocks and background
4--1/2 yard for binding
***The diagram below shows where each color will be in your runner
NOTE: Quilter's Rule: 1 mini-print, 1 medium print, I larger focus print
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For Class 2 and 3 Bring: Machine and basic suppies as before

LACE ON TULLE EMBROIDERY
Designer Tee-Shirt
Supply List

Bring a tee shirt to class and leave with an elegant garment--customized to your liking!
You will be stitching on special stabilizers and tulle fabric and then adding it to your tee-shirt.
Ideas for embellishments will be shown also.

Bring: Good quality tee shirt with rounded or slightly vee neckline, in your choice
of color. White is the easiest to match tulle for your first project.
-Embroidery threads to match shirt (one color only). Tulle fabric will be used
to match your shirt, and if you choose a contrast thread color it will take
away from the total effect. I will have tulle fabrics in class in white, black
and a few basic colors.

--Water soluble stabilizers--I prefer one layer of fiber stabilizer such as
Aqua Magic or Water Soluble Mesh, and one layer of Solvy or Wet
and Gone **available here

--Embroidery Machine with power cord and 5" X 7" hoop or larger

--Media for design transfer (USB, cord, disk etc)

--Washable Marker

--Straight Pins

--Good scissors for close trimming

Provided for $5 kit fee: Tulle fabric for design stitch-out
One embroidery design

Stabilizer for shirt stitching

Full design pack available for order at discount price




"SCARLET PETALS"
(Called the Shaded Poinsettia)
Supply List

This project will have a fabric kit which will include the green and red shaded fabrics.
The background is your choice, as the sample was done on black but that pattern also shows it
done on a light background. The appliqué for this is a bit different, as you do not trace the
leaves ahead as usual, so if you pick up your pattern early (at the sewing center) you might look
at the directions. We will be using light boxes under your fabrics, so if you have one, or an
extend table (the acrylic ones) those work great with an Ott light.

Bring: Pattern "Scarlet Petals"
-Fabric kit (or your choice of fabrics--1/2 yard red and 1/2 yard green)
-Background fabric 7/8 yard
-Gold fabric for flower center
-Fusible Web (Steam-A-Seam IT available here--wider width preferred)
-Chalk Marker--pencil preferred or Sewline Marker
-Pins

The first class will mostly be spent preparing the pieces and getting them fused in place onto
the background, but you will want to be prepared with threads for the appliqué. It takes 3
shades of red (medium, med dark and dark) and 2 shades of green (medium and med dark)

I am using rayon 40# embroidery thread (or poly), but you could also use cotton thread for a
flat finish. The great fun will be adding "bling" when the project is all stitched.

--Totally Stable stabilizer for under the stitching--or another light tear-away

You may not need a machine at class #1, but you might put it in your car just in case. If you
have not done appliqué before, you may want to practice some stitches at the first class. Some
of the stitching is just satin rows for the greenery, and that is different also.

You will need batting and a backing fabric for after you appliqué is complete. Binding and
crystals are the last step. This is a beautiful project--come have fun!
